NOTE: 

➔​ The race program and the starting modalities will be presented during the team leaders meeting; 

➔​ The weight control of the boats can be made after each arrival; 

➔​ The use of a life jacket is mandatory for categories U16; 

➔​ Boats must be rendered unsinkable; 

➔​ The use of suitable footwear for portages is recommended (not barefoot). 

➔​ The event will take place in the presence of any weather condition that does not affect the safety 
and health of the participants. If, due to force majeure or any other cause not attributable to the 
organization, the event does not take place, the participation fee will not be refunded.
